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GUIDELINES FOR INDIVIDALIZED STUDENT MODULES

PART I.  Guidelines for Submitting a Proposal

1. Choose a faculty member willing to supervise your individual module.

2. Follow the guidelines in Part II for writing your module proposal.

3. Submit your proposal to the Course Review & Petitions Committee (formerly ED Policy Committee).  The committee will inform you of its decisions regarding your proposal.

PART II.  Guidelines for Writing the Proposal

1. State the problem in terms intelligible to someone who is generally sophisticated but who is relatively uninformed in the area of the problem

2. State the purpose and scope of the project; define and delimit the specific area of the research.

3. State hypotheses to be tested, questions to be raised, or the area to be explored.  Explain briefly the theoretical framework which led to your hypotheses, questions, or area of interest.

4. Demonstrate an awareness of the field and method(s) to be used.

a. Indicate the steps you will take to answer the questions or to test the hypotheses.

b. If possible, identify the logical, statistical or other recognized approach of your project.

c. Be aware of the strengths and weaknesses of your approach.

5. Indicate how your research will refine, revise, or extend existing knowledge.  Note that such refinements, revisions, or extensions may have either substantive or methodological significance.

PART III.  Guidelines for Presenting the Results of an Individual Module

1. The CR%P Committee (formerly subcommittee of Ed Pol) will decide if the results of the study will be presented orally to a group of student and faculty of the appropriate discipline.  Grades are due (usually the second week of June).

2. Your presentation may be available for Cultural perspective credit with the permission of the CP director. (No longer available.)

OTHER DIRECTIVES

1. No more than one module may be taken as an independent module given by a student.

2. Faculty are advised that individual modules are to be used for unusual circumstances such as hardships or extraordinary opportunities for research.

3. List the instructor of record in the department under which your module will be recorded (eg., History instructor for a history module).  (added by registrar’s ofc.)

4. Include the term in which you will be registered. (added by registrar’s ofc.)
